To give a true
insight about the true situation and state of
the place: The toilets were broken and
used until they were overflowing.

The children
only had school for 2 hours because there
were no toilet’s to use because the people
would use them in the plakkerskamp.
Well at the time we arrived it could not be
used anymore because they were filled up.
The backs of the school and aong the
sides of the classrooms were filled with
debris. It felt like cleaning a rubbish
dump the deeper you went the more you
found debris.




Can you imagine what type of school we had when we were smaller. We all were so
privileged to have clean toilets, working toilets and had a place of safety to learn and we
did not even appreciate it at times. These children don’t have the safety we had they are
surrounded with people walking through their school and using anything they want for
what ever reason they want to. The vision we have and prayer we need isfor God to

| had the job of picking up the class and broken window pieces that were lying al over the
place. While we were working some of the children started to approach us and wanted to
know what we were doing. Some of the children even gave us ahand. | really felt frustrated
at this point because | could not speak their language and felt that | wanted to communicate to
them to show them that we care and that’s why we were there. | decided to draw some
pictures for them on some of the pieces of material lying around. One of the shy children
decided to draw as well and they all started to draw pictures of people on the planks.




Although there were hard times in working but it was unto God and that just made me

believe that when we do things unto God He will bless you.
We went to do some fund raising for the south team yesterday.... blik skud ha-ha it was so
much fun to go and ask for donations and also tell many people what we doing and who we

doing it for. God blessed us with a big amount of money and we are so thankful.

Psalm 16:11 says "you reveal the path of life to me, in your presence is abundant joy; in

your right hand are eterna pleasures.”
Well, we are all on our way to the Transkei for two weeks of training before we set off to

Hartbeestpoortdam for our last session before we leave the shores of South Africa on our
first visit to another country.

We are nearing our end of training in South Africawith just two weeks of training left in
Pretoria before we will embark on our first journey. Both teams will go to Egypt and Israel
and from there the two teams will follow the program below.
